SERV FOOD

Criteria, Production, & Cost

SERV has created the following criteria for each
meal, including production and cost.

Each shipping container holds ' mdlwn mEdLS

e Each 2.2 pound bag of food contains 50 meals, which
Is quantified and nutritionally backed by US agencies.

e Each 1cup serving provides all the nutrition a child or
adult will need for a day to sustain life.

e Each 1 cup serving of food (1 meal) costs 8 cents USD.

e Each 2.2 pound bag contains 50 meal servings.

» Each bag of food costs $4.00 USD and each shipping
container holds 20,000 bags of food.

e At a $4.00 per bag cost, multiplied by 20,000 bags per
shipping container, the total cost would be $80,000
USD per million meals.
