In 2025, SERV experienced remarkable growth through
new partnerships that significantly expanded our reach
across the Middle East. Building on the foundation of
previous years, these collaborations more than doubled
the impact of our 2024 efforts.

Throughout the year, SERV distributed 10,388 food
boxes, helping provide over 2 million meals to families
in need and reaching more than 50,000 individuals.
Through this practical support, hope was delivered to
some of the region’s most vulnerable communities.

Beyond food distribution, SERV continued to grow its
volunteer network, inspiring more people to see the
power of service in their own communities. Our work
extended far beyond the food box, including clothing
drives, home visits, children’s events, Ramadan iftars,
widows’ gatherings, and other community-centered
initiatives that built trust and restored dignity.

NEW IN 2025
2025 saw the start of two new and
exciting initiatives for SERV Local,
including bi-weekly Community Food
Distributions in the Sunnyside
neighborhood of Canton. These
distributions became meaningful points
of connection, offering dignity and hope
to those served.

Volunteers played a vital role in making
this outreach possible, faithfully giving
their time and compassion, as they
served and prayed with their neighbors.

In 2025, SERV International successfully
launched Play It Forward, empowering sports
teams and youth groups to fundraise with
purpose. Through this initiative, seven
groups participated and collectively
sponsored 191 food boxes for families in
need within our community. Play It Forward
opened the door to creative generosity—
showing young people that teamwork and
service go hand in hand—while laying a
strong foundation for continued growth and
expanded impact in the years ahead.



The SERV CENTER
The SERV Center remained a vibrant hub for service, collaboration,
and community care, bringing together 150+ volunteers each month
for food pack-outs that made a tangible difference in our community.

In the aftermath of Hurricane Melissa, SERV
International, alongside our partners at Inspire Good,
delivered urgent relief to families most affected by
the Category 5 storm. Together, we provided 400
food bags, 100 hot meals, clean water, critical
support for elderly residents, generator and solar
lighting assistance, and careful follow-up to ensure
aid reached those who needed it most.

Though roads were washed away, crops destroyed,
and power lost across the island, the resilience of
the community was inspiring. Volunteers went door
to door checking on elderly neighbors, mothers, and
those with limited mobility.

While the emergency response has ended, recovery
is just beginning. Please continue to pray for the
people of Jamaica as they rebuild their homes,
infrastructure, and livelihoods.
